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     Ever since my election as State Deputy 

at the Oregon Annual Knights of Colum-

bus State Convention 2009 in Eugene, I 

have been asked what I would use as my 

theme for this year.  I was unsure as to 

how to develop one for the Knights.  I 

spent many hours in thought and prayer 

on this matter and I still could not come up with a suitable 

theme.  I was distraught to say the least. 
  

     Two weeks to the day after my election I found the an-

swer to my theme question and only God would or could 

work through a telemarketer to make it palatable.

     She started the conversation by introducing herself as a 

Pro-Life Representative and quickly moved into the qualifi-

ers.

She proceeded to explain the many view points, in addition 

to mentioning a few reasons why people resisted the Pro-

Life position.  It seemed like three to four minutes passed 

before she finished the introduction and her position so I 

could consider the options regarding Pro-Life.

Dear Brother Knights and Families 

FROM THE OREGON STATE CHAPLAINôS NOTEBOOK 

     I am deeply honored to have been 

asked by our new State Deputy, Wayne 

Clemmer, to be your State Chaplain.  It 

is a privilege to have such a position in 

a great organization like the Knights of 

Columbus. 

     As a way of introduction I would like 

to tell you a little about myself.  I was born in Minot, ND 

but grew up in Salem and was a member of St. Vincent de 

Paul Parish.  I went to McNary High School and then the 

University of Oregon.  At the U of O I received bachelors 

degrees in both psychology and social work.  After college I 

worked as a job placement counselor for Lane County.  

After about 3 years in that job I was looking to do some-

thing different and that is when I joined the Navy.  I spent 

my initial 4 to 5 years of active duty as a Division Officer on 

the destroyer USS Nicholson based out of Charleston, S.C.  

The ship was deployed to the Persian Gulf, Mediterranean, 

Caribbean, and North Seas, and went through overhaul in 

the Brooklyn Navy Yard.  It was about half way through 

my initial commitment to the Navy when I started once 

again to evaluate my career path.  I enjoyed the Navy but 

did not want to make it into a full-time career.  With Navy 

education benefits I was considering law school, graduate 

school in health care administration, or the priesthood.  I 

was in Brooklyn, NY when I decided on the seminary.   

During my remaining 2 years of active duty I corresponded 

periodically with the Vocation Director for the Archdiocese 

of Portland.  Toward the end of my active duty, I took some 

leave and returned to Portland for seminary interviews.  I 

was accepted and upon leaving active duty, after a cross 

country bicycle trip, I entered Mt. Angel Seminary in 1986.   

 

     All during seminary I continued to drill as a member of 

the Naval Reserve.  I graduated the spring of 1992 and was 

ordained by Archbishop Levada that September.  On my 

ordination I switched to the Chaplain Corps in the Navy 

Reserve.  I had just reached the rank of Lieutenant Com-

mander as a line officer but the Chaplain Corps reduced 

me in rank to Lieutenant.  I eventually 

made Lieutenant Commander again as 

a chaplain but I had been calling myself 

the perpetual Lieutenant because I 

spent so much time at that rank both as 

a line officer and a chaplain.  My first 

parish assignment was as parochial 

vicar at Sacred Heart in Medford.

      When she paused, it gave me an opportunity to express 

myself on Pro-Life, it took me a moment to regroup from 

my traditional response of, ñDid I ask you to call?ò  I would 

normally hang up after they told me ñNo,ò but I felt this was 

different.  I needed a better response, so I told her I was a 

Knight of Columbus and I got a pleasant surprise.  She was 

astounded by my response but it did not catch her without 

an equally astounding reply.

It brought tears to my eyes 

and surfaced a pride within me that made my whole body 

shiver.  Her response was so captivating that it caught me 

completely by surprise, speechless in fact. 

 

     This Pro-Life woman changed her perspective and whole 

tone of speech.  She told me how much she appreciated the 

Knights of Columbus and what they do for the Pro-Life   

organization.  She mentioned how the Knights are always 

there with their time, help and funding to support the      

Pro-Life clinics and people who work at these centers.  She 

was so appreciative of all the Knights that came out to    

support the rallies all over the state of Oregon, especially in 

the Portland and Salem areas.  She finally wrapped up by 

apologizing to me for taking up my time that I could be 

spending with my family.  She said, ñI will continue to pray 

for all the Knights and for what they do for all the Pro-Life 

organizations, their church, their community and for so 

many people around the world.ò  With all that said, she 

hung up.  I then found the opportunity to think about how 

proud, at that moment, I was to be a Knight of Columbus.  

It did not take long for me to realize it was not just that 

phone call that made me proud to be a Knight but it was 

what the whole organization stands for: Charity, Unity, Fra-

ternity and Patriotism.

 Believe in miracles 
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 New encyclical should prompt ethical review,  
Knights' leader says

ROME (CNS) -- When Pope Benedict XVI's social encyclical is 
released, Catholics shouldn't just ask, "What does the pope say 
I'm doing right?" but "What should I do to act more morally?" 
said the head of the Knights of Columbus. 
 
Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson, who heads the 1.7 million-
member fraternal organization and its enormous life insurance 
business, spoke to Catholic News Service July 1 in Rome. 
 
The Vatican announced that the pope's encyclical, "Caritas in 
Veritate" (Love in Truth), would be released July 7. 

 
Anderson said he would ask the top executives of the Knights of 
Columbus insurance program to read the encyclical and look at 
ways it is calling the Knights to make changes to their business 
and other programs. 
 
Too many people, he said, already are predicting that the encyc-
lical will validate their ideas about the economy, finance, busi-
ness practices and development aid. 
 
Catholics need to allow the encyclical to challenge them to act 
with more integrity, more morality and greater charity, Ander-
son said. "I hope it is going to lead to a moral reassessment and 
open the door to more ethical values in our business and econ-
omy," he said. 
 
Announcing the encyclical June 29, the pope said it would re-
flect on "some aspects of holistic development in our age in the 
light of love in truth," and he said he hoped it would help those 
working for "sustainable progress in full respect for human dig-
nity and the real needs of all." 
 
L'Osservatore Romano, the Vatican newspaper, said Pope Bene-
dict hit some of the same points made in the encyclical during 
his homily June 28 closing the year of St. Paul. "For Christians 
truth and love go together," the pope had said. In fact, "love is 
the proof of the truth," so those who truly believe will be com-
mitted to acts of charity and to defending the truth of the dignity 
of the human person and the sacredness of human life. 
 
Anderson said he believes the current global financial crisis 
highlights a weakness in the global economy that Pope Bene-
dict, then-Cardinal Joseph Ratzinger, spoke about in 1985 when 
he said the success of the free-market economy requires the 
participation of people who are free to act morally. "The pope 
would say a Christian cannot ask the question Cain asked, 'Am I 
my brother's keeper?' because a Christian knows you are. To be 
a Christian means to be a person for others," Anderson said. 
 
The Knights' insurance program has more than $14 billion in 
assets and some $71 billion worth of insurance in force, Ander-
son said. For the 34th year in a row, the program has earned the 
top rating given by A.M. Best and for the 17th year in a row it 
earned Standard & Poor's top rating. 
 
 

"The thing about the K of C is that we have tried hard to run our 
business enterprise according to the social doctrine of the 
church," Anderson said. "We are not perfect at that, people 
make mistakes," but "at the end of the day we have tried to run 
an ethical enterprise and it has succeeded." 
 
The Knights are "very conservative" in their investments and 
have ethical guidelines for purchasing stocks and bonds, he 
said. The guidelines, for instance, rule out investing in pharma-
ceutical companies that make abortifacients, companies en-
gaged in embryonic stem-cell research or those involved in por-
nography. 
 
"And yet our return consistently beats the S&P 500 or equals 
them," he said. 
 
"The values the church talks about as far as how you ought to 
run your affairs as a business can work. That doesn't mean that 
we don't have investments that go bad," he said, but overall 
"you can compete in the free-market system ethically and you 
can survive." 
 
"Doing the right thing isn't always the most profitable," he said, 
but that is not the point. "You are called to be faithful not be-
cause it will make you successful, but for other reasons. And 
hopefully you are successful." 
 
An Italian newspaper reported June 27 that the pope's encyclical 
would include a section reminding people that safeguarding and 
valuing human life, feeding the poor and protecting the environ-
ment are interconnected obligations flowing from the recogni-
tion of God as the creator of the universe. 
 
The newspaper said the pope would tell people that "openness 
to life is at the center of true development" because "if you lose 
the personal and social sensitivity of welcoming a new life," the 
other forms of welcoming and acceptance that make peaceful 
coexistence possible begin to dry up. 
 
Anderson said, "A Christian, if he or she is serious, sees a per-
son as a gift of God. If a person is (considered) 'a contraceptive 
mistake,' that's a really different attitude." 
 
When people realize they are a gift of God and so is everyone 
else, "then everything changes," he said. 
 
If each life has value, then everyone has an obligation to work 
to ensure that everyone has the food and other things they need 
to survive, he said.

This is a first in a series of reports on Councils that conducted a 

single event worthy of State recognition during the fraternal 

year 2008-9 and sent on to Supreme for consideration. 

St Patrick Council #3484 was recognized during the 2009 

State Convention for their Crab Feed and Charity Auction.  The 

annual Crab Feed and Auction was held at the Clackamas 

County Fair grounds to a sell out crowd of 425 patrons.  During 

this event, the night starts out with two silent auction tables that 

contain approximately 50 items each.  Many St. Patrick Parish 

families provide some of the more than 50 theme baskets for the 

silent auction.  Then they follow with an all-you-can-eat crab 

dinner.  An oral auction is the highlight of the evening with 30-

40 items that include fishing trips, weekend stays at the beach 

and dinners put on by their parishioners.  Their auction procure-

ment team solicits 90% of the silent and oral items as donations. 

There is a paddle raiser during the oral auction for a special 

cause each year.  This year, $5,000 was raised for a local 

Teacher suffering from terminal cancer. 

With 40 council members working on this event, St. Patrick 

Council was able to raise over $25,000 for their deserving chari-

ties this last fraternal year.
