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     My summer started with a trip to 

New Haven, Connecticut for the    

annual  New State Deputiesô meeting. 

This was followed by a Past State 

Deputiesô meeting at the end of June, 

followed by a Mid-Summer meeting 

with all Oregon District Deputies and ending with a 

trip to Phoenix, Arizona in August for the Supreme 

Convention.

Dear Brother Knights and Families 

FROM THE OREGON STATE CHAPLAINôS NOTEBOOK 

     I am very proud of how all the 

Knights have made many efforts to 

welcome and include Hispanic men 

and their families in one of the great 

organizations that is the Knights of 

Columbus.  If you are not aware, 

our Supreme Knight Carl Anderson, together with  

Msgr. Eduardo Chávez, has authored the book Our 

Lady of Guadalupe: Mother of the Civilization of Love.  

Their book traces the history of Our Lady and of 

Guadalupe from the 16th century and explores her 

effect on contemporary issues.  The book is available 

from the Knights of Columbus website. 

 

     This book, along with many other efforts by the 

Knights internationally, nationally and in many local 

councils, such as in Operation Hispanic Outreach and 

New Council Development programs, can provide a 

bright future for Hispanic membership in most of our 

councils.  I have been involved in ministry with our 

Hispanic community ever since I was ordained.  Like 

you, I have seen the growth and vitality of Latino 

Catholics in our parishes.  In Oregon, Latinos now 

make up more than 50% of our church.  In my parish 

of St. James, McMinnville, our membership is more 

than 70% Hispanic. 

 

     We know from past experience that the integration 

of an immigrant culture can be a long process and not 

without its difficulties.  The same is true now. Also,  

with the proximity of Mexico and Latin America to 

the United States the process will be even longer.  In 

our parishes and councils we can only try to remain in 

dialogue with each other and encourage the process 

but not demand immediate results.  Both parishes and 

the Knights have acknowledged the need, at least for 

some time, of separate programs.  Even those who 

have some bi-lingual skills often feel more comfort-

able in their first language when the discussion being 

presented becomes a bit complicated.  And spiritually 

the words of prayer in our first language touch us 

more deeply even if we know the literal meaning of 

prayers in another language.

State Council Service Program Awards 

     This is the second in a series of reports on Councils 

that conducted a single event worthy of State recogni-

tion during the fraternal year 2008-9 and were sent on 

to Supreme for consideration. 

     Sweet Home Council #8624 was recognized during 

the 2009 State Convention for their KofC Invitational 

Cow Pasture Golf Tournament.  In addition the Coun-

cil provided families with games for children, Bingo, 

Horseshoes, Auction and lunch.  A BBQ Tri Tip/ 

Chicken/ Pork Loin Dinner was prepared by the 

Council that evening. 

     The Golf Course is located in Brownsville, OR on 

300+ private acres.  It is an 18 Hole golf course with 

cow pies present throughout the course.  Holes range 

from 100 yards Par 3 to 800 yards Par 5. 

     It took the committee of 11 members 7 months of 

planning, for advertising, donations, prizes, a hole-in- 

one challenge, course management, setup, food prep, 

cooks and cleanup.  A total of 200 man hours were ex-

pended to complete the project. 

     Cost was $200 for teams of 4 including the all-you-

can-eat dinner.  This netted $3,700 of which $3,000 

was donated to St Helens Parish to refurbish the 

Church & Rectory driveway and parking lot.  Their 

Youth  

Scholarship program received $700. 

Chairman for this project was GK Deacon Robert
